A word from one of the most famous breeders in the history of the 
ADRK. 
 
For those who do not know me yet, I would like to introduce myself 
briefly. My name is Xaver Meixner, I am 74 years old and for some 
years I’ve been retired as a butcher master. In the center of my life is 
my family. I have two daughters and a son, as well as the dog sports, 
and my dogs - the Rottweiler! I created my Rottweiler kennel "vom 
Schwaiger Wappen" in 1972, and since 1973 have been a member of 
the ADRK. From 1974 to 1979 I was trainer for the Nuremberg district 
group, in 1976 joint founder with the ADRK of BG-Hundeplatzes 
"Hahnenbalz"; in addition from 1976 to 1984 a member of the regional 
breed committee for Bavaria North. From 1982 to 2007 I was breed 
warden for BG Nuremberg. From 1985 to 1990 I took over the office of 
the 2nd chairman of the regional committee of Bavaria north and from 
1990 to 2002 I was a 1st regional committee chairman. 
 
In 1995 I handed over the kennel “vom Schwaiger Wappen" to my 
daughter Claudia and created 
in 1996 the kennel "vom Schwaiger Rathaus". Furthermore I was a joint 
founder of the BG-Hundeplatzes "Röthenbachtal" on BG-Nuremberg in 
the year 2000. In February 2006 I took over the tasks of the 
Landesgruppenzuchtwartes of Bavaria north and since January 2009 I 
am training warden for district group Nuremberg as training. 
 
In the course of the years dogs from and/or in my kennel, among other 
numerous honors, have received the following titles:

I trained numerous dogs to VPG/SchH III, in addition 20 have passed 
the Körung. I was a 15x participant in the German SchH/VPG 
championship and a 1x participant in the German FH championship 
where I placed second.

(exception: docked dogs will be judged) 
 
 

Puppy & Youth Classes 
4-6 month Male/Female – For all Rottweilers between the ages of 4 and 6 
months. 
6-9 month Male/Female – For all Rottweilers between the ages of 6 and 9 
months. 
9-12 month Male/Female – for all Rottweilers between the ages of 9 and 
12 months. 
12-18 month Male/Female – For all Rottweilers between the ages of 12-18 
months. 
18-24 month Male/Female – For all Rottweilers between the ages of 18-24 
months. 
 
Adult Classes 
Open Male/Female – For all Rottweilers 24 months and older that do not 
possess a Schutzhund or IPO title, championship or Sieger/Siegerin Title. 
Sieger/Siegerin –  All Champions will run in the Sieger/Siegerin class.  For 
all Rottweilers 24 months and older that have earned a Sieger or Siegerin 
title. Proof of titles must be sent with entry.  Originals available at the show. 
Gebrauschund Male/Female – For all  Rottweilers with a Schutzhund title 
that have not earned a Sieger/Siegerin title.   
Proof of titles must be sent with entry.  Originals available at the show. 
Veteran Male/Female – For all Rottweilers 7 years or older the day of the 
show.  Only 1 winner will be awarded from this class. 
****Dogs eligible to enter the Sieger or Siegerin class may not enter the Open, Champion or 
Working class, however, the dog may enter the Veteran class if age permits. 
 
Non-Regular Classes 
Kennel Group:  This is the most important class in the entire show.  It 
shows what you have done as a breeder.  Entered by the kennel owner.  
A minimum of 4 dogs bred by the kennel owner representing their breeding 
program and registered with the kennel name of the entrant.  A minimum of 
2 offspring from 2 different bitches.   A total of 4 dogs must be entered.  
The dam of the offspring does not have to be present  The kennel owner 
need not be the registered owner of the dogs. The offspring must first be 
entered in the show’s regular classes.  
Stud Dog: Entered by the owner of the stud dog.  The stud dog and at 
least 3 of his progeny from two different litters (not a repeat breeding) 
must appear in the ring.  Class will be evaluated on the merits of the 
offspring.  The owner of the stud dog need not be owner of the offspring.  
The offspring must first be entered in the show’s regular classes.
